Dear Comrades 


        You need to be aware of changing terminology from the VA and what it means to you. If you have ever filed a claim, then you are familiar with the “Duty to Assist Letter.” If you didn’t fill out this letter your claim could remain in limbo indefinitely. However it is no longer called “Duty to Assist” but the Veterans Care Assistance Act (VCAA) form. You have 60 days from the date of the letter to return this form to the VA office handling your claim, failure to do so will result in your claim being returned to the VA file room where it will remain in limbo or your claim can be placed at the bottom of the stack which prolongs your disability rating. If you get this form in the mail fill it out and return it the same day. Mark on the form whether you have more evidence to support your current claim or you have no further evidence to submit. Which ever block you check put your initials next to it and then sign and date it. If you have any questions contact your Chapter to find out more information. With knowledge there is power, do not be the veteran who failed to fill it out and wonders why he/she hasn’t heard anything from the VA years later.
