Anyone applying to receive Veterans Affairs, Social Security, or other federal benefits, or those who receive federal checks in the mail, will now have to choose an electronic payment method because paper checks will no longer be an option. The U.S. Department of the Treasury retired paper checks May 1 after the agency published a final rule in 2010 to gradually eliminate checks. Current check recipients must switch to electronic payments before March 1, 2013. The change won’t affect those who already have direct deposit. Payments can also be received on a prepaid debit card or a Direct Express Debit MasterCard for those who do not have an account at a financial institution.
