On the floor of the State Convention, our resolution, to
extend Real Estate Tax deferred fo widows was passed
and sent to the floor of the Texas Congress. This is a
wonderful way to show our appreciation to our loved
ones. Also on the floor was change o extend District
Officers to a two year term - it failed.

Robert did tell me that the word was “go” for the 2012
District Convention here in Lubbock. If you have
expertise in organizing this sort of thing (please stand up
and speak up at our next meefing). This project will be 2
years in planning and developing. They will come to
Lubbock to see why we are the Best Chapter in Texas!

The following is some additional information for you :

A VETERAN’S OVERLOOKED BENEFIT
BENEFICIARY TRAVEL PAY
Many veterans are unaware that they qualify for
Beneficiary Travel Pay. It is a program established to
assist eligible veferans with the cost of travel for
scheduled medical care. This even includes veterans that
live in the local area.
To qualify for travel you must be
1) 30% or more Service Connected .
2) If under 30% Service Connected, you must be
seen for your Service Connected condition
3) Draw a VA Non-Service Connected Pension
4} your income must be less than a veteran
receiving a VA Non-Service Connected Pension.
Currently the VA is paying 415 cents per mile.
Depending on your eligibility, you may be subject to a
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porch” which is from their physical address to the
VA address. This is more beneficial for local
veterans and those that live in the country. ’

On any given day, one third of veterans
scheduled for treatment fail to ask for travel pay.
Travel pay that is a very important part of their
benefits. To request your travel pay, you must
notify your local VA office within 30 days of your
visits. If you wait longer than 30 days, you cannot
receive travel pay. You can “apply” for travel pay by
notifying them in person, by phone or in writing.

Veterans that receive a new rating of Service
Connection have 30 days from the date of their
award letter o request back pay for any visits up to
the dafe service connection is determined. Many
veterans do not know of this benefit and are losing
money due them. Some lose up to $300 to $400,
which is theirs by right.

If you have any question, please feel free to
contact your local VA Eligibility Department.
