2001-Sept.11-Attack on America
At 8:45 am an AA Boeing 767 crashes into the north tower of the World Trade Center in N.Y.C. Then, 18 minutes after the first plane hit, a second Boeing 767-United Flight 175 sliced into the south tower. Close to 3,000 people died in the World Trade Center including 343 firefighters and 23 police officers. Almost 10,000 other people were treated for injuries. 

At 9:45 am, AA Flight 77 slammed into the west side of the Pentagon where 125 military personnel and civilians were killed along with all 64 people aboard the plane.

A 4th plane, United Flight 93 was hijacked. The passengers of this flight fought with the hijackers and caused the plane to crash in a rural field in Western Pennsylvania. All 45 people aboard were killed.  The intended target is not known, but theories include the White House, the U.S. Capitol, and Camp David.
