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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I NAME

'l'hc nanus ot' this organization shall be called the "[)isabled American Veterans Department
01' Puerto IRico".

ARTICLE 11 — PURPOSE

uphold and maintain thc Constitution and the laws of the United States; to realize the true
American ideals and aitus for which those eligible to menibership fought; to advance the

interests and work for thc betterment of all wounded, gassed, inju red ancl disabled veterans;
to cooperate with thc United States Department of Veterans Affairs ancl all other public and
private agencies devotecl to the cause of improving and advancing the condition, health and
interest ofall wounded, gassed, injured and disabled veterans; to stimulate a feeling of mutual
clevotion, helpfulness and comradeship among all wounded, gassed, injured and disabled
veterans; to serve our comrades, our com:nunities and our country; and to encourage in all
people that spirit of understanding which will guard against future wars. The Disabled
Allierican Veterans of Puerto Rico is a part of ancl submits to the National Constitution of the

Congressional chartered organization known as "l)isablecl American Veterans".

ARTICLE 111 — MEMBERSHIP

Any man or woman, who was wounded, gassed, injured, or disabled in line of' duty during
time orwar, while in the service of' either the military or naval forces of thc United States of

Atnerica, and who has not been dishonorably discharged or separated from such service, or
who may still be in active service in thc armed forces of the United States ofAmerica is eligible

for tnembership in the Disablecl American Veterans. ()thers, who arc disabled while serving
with any of the armed forces ot' any nations associated with the United States of America as
allies during any of its war periods, who are American Citizens and who arc honorably
clischarged, are also eligible. The l)epartment of Puerto Rico, DAV, shall not have honorary
menibers.

ARTICLE IV — POWERS

'I'hc l)cpartment shall have perpetual succession so long as it remains a part of the National
Organization, with power to suc and be sued in courts of law and equity; to receive, hold,

own, use and dlsposc 01' such real estate and personal property as shall be [lecessetry rot' t.he
efficient and econonlical operation of the l)epartlnent Puerto Rico, Disabled American
